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Lord Swaminarayan rapidly countered the spiritual defamation in the country and in a short span of 28 years, 
He had spread an unparalleled spiritual movement. One of the first steps He initiated was the experience of 
samaadhi (divine trance). At first, anyone who would come in His contact would immediately go into samaadhi 
where he would see whatever form of God he believed in and would enjoy immense bliss. Many of His saints 
and devotees were also given the ability to send people into samaadhi, finally culminating to the point that by 
simply hearing the ‘click’ of Lord Swaminarayan’s sandals, a person would fall into samaadhi . At the same 
time, Lord Swaminarayan began the purification of 500 principal saints, or Paramhansas, through 114 different 
processes, such as strict celibacy and continual fasting. He conducted large-scale ahimsic yagnas (non-violent 
offerings) and met opposition with the principle of forbearance and love and took great interest in the personal 
care, progress, and happiness of each devotee. The Vachanamrut gives a written account of the spiritual 
messages He offered to devotees in various areas. With the help of leading Paramhansas, Lord Swaminarayan 
built six aspiring temples and in His own writing, left a divine book of conduct, known as the Shikshapatri. 

Before His physical departure in 1830 Lord Swaminarayan established geographic divisions for the 
convenience of His devotees. The divisions included Nara-Narayan (in Ahmedabad) and Lakshmi-Narayan (in 
Vadtal) and He appointed His brother’s sons, Ayodhyaprasadji Maharaj and Raghuvirji Maharaj as the heads 
(Acharyas) of the Swaminarayan faith. By the leadership of divine saints, such as Anadi Mul Akshar Shri 
Gunatitanand Swami and Anadi Maha Mukta Shri Gopalanand Swami, Lord Swaminarayan’s message spread 
far.
